The Assessment section of the Teacher Dashboard will only show up when the Assessment 
window applicable to Pre-K and Kinder opens.

● Review the Assessment Preparation slides with your students so they feel ready.

● Show it the day of or the day before the assessment, and be sure to schedule time for it.

○ Pause to check in and make sure students understand what’s being shared.

○ Wrap up by asking students what strategies they plan to use during the assessment.

● Remind them that the entire test will be in the target language—especially important if 

you're using English slides to support early readers.

● For lower grades (e.g. G1, G2), conduct assessments in small groups (4-5 students)
